How to send messages using Morse Code without apparatus
This is one of the ways that Morse Code can be used to send messages.
Use the illustration below, together with the Morse Code table provided to send the message.  Do this slowly, allowing the receiving team enough time to understand what you are sending.  Leave a good gap between letters.  Ensure that the receiving team is watching you.  

Practice this in your team by sending simple words before you attempt to send a message to another team.
Ensure that nobody is standing too near to the person sending the message to avoid anybody being hit when dashes and spaces are signalled.
