
Morse Code
Morse Code is used for sending messages.
It is possible to send a message using any form of visual or audible signalling as long as the ‘dot’ and ‘dash’ elements are clearly different.

For audible signalling it is best to learn to recognise the sound and not think of it as ‘dots’ and ‘dashes’.  Think of ‘dits’ and ‘dahs’ as this better represents the actual sound.

Send your morse characters slowly, giving the other team enough time to understand them.
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
